The Boy Scout movement is
combating “dangerous tendencies
which have grown up in Canada
between the First and Second
World Wars", Dr. H. J. Cody, pie-
sident of the Canadiane General
Council of the Boy Scouts Associ-
ation, told the council's annual
meeting last week.

Every province in Canada was
represented at the meeting, de-
scribed as the most representative
in the association's history. R. C.
Stevenson, Montreal, chairman of
the executive committee, presided
at the session held in the Public
School Board building.

Dr. Cody listed as dangerous
tendencies in Canadian life “the
belief in ‘indulgence without sub-.
jection to law, the desire to have
bread without work, the assump-
tion of privileges without respon-
sibilities.”

He said the Boy Scouts’ Associ-
ation was “a unique and splendid
educational experiment in that it
applies the fundamental principles
which combat these tendencies.”

Dr. Cody was re-elected pres-
ident on the nomination of Gov-
ernor-General Alexander, who is
chief scout. for Canada. Jackson
Dodds of Montreal was re-appoint-
ed deputy chief scout.

Re-elected by the general coun-
cil members last week were Capt.
Barry German, Ottawa, honorary
secretary; C. O. McGirr, Ottawa,
honorary treasurer, and Leonard
W. Brockington, K.C., Ottawa, hon-
orary counsel.

114,000 Members
Latest census figures on scout-
ing, presented by Maj.-Gen. D.
C. Spry, chief executive commis-
sioner, showed membership at a

an increase of 4,000 since last De-
cember.

The association’s annual report
approved at the meeting showed
that Boy Scout Troops in this
country numbered 2,236 in 1949,
compared to 2,187 in 1948; Wolf
Cub Packs, 2,309 in 1948, compared
to 2,235 in 1948; Rover Scout Crews,
189 in 1049, compared to 163 in
1948, All groups now had the
greatest strength in their history.

The council gave unanimous ap-
proval to “plan achievement’—a
three-year plan for the further de-
velopment of the Scout movement
in Canada through selection and
training of more leaders.

A change in uniform, permitting
the use of blue “battle-dress” type
trousers for wear in winter was
approved by the meeting. But
shorts and shirt are being retain-
ed as the distinctive dress of Boy
Scouts in Canada and will be worn
‘“on all appropriate occasions.”

Peoples Of World
Must Co-operate
Or Perish

GENEVA, MAY 4—(Reuters)—
The peoples of the world must co-
operate or perish, Dr. ‘Brock
Chisholm of Ottawa, director-gen-
eral of the World Health Organi-
zation, declared in his annual re-
port published here,

Failure to achieve the close hume
an relationships imposed by the
social structure of the modern
world may mean nothing less than
the extinction of whole nations —
perhaps even of the human race
itself—said the report, due to be
sibmitted to the third World
Health Assembly which opens here
next Monday.

“Health as a state of mental and

social well-being must be sought
by most people today in a general
environment which has little re-
gemblance to that in which their
forefathers lived,” Dr. Chisholm
said. .
“The attainment of health must
be measured in terms of the adapt-
ability of the individual—and of
groups and nations—to change in
a world of ever-more-powerful air-
planes, of radio, motion pictures
and television, and of weapons of
war of a terrible efficacity.

“Progress in international. un-
derstanding, in goodwill and co-
operation, i{s today not only some-
thing good and desirable in itself:
it has become the prerequisite to
survival .”

Dr. Chisholm regarded the with-
drawal of the Soviet Union, by
Russia, the Ukraine and Bulgaria
from the World Health Organizat-
ion during 1949 (followed by Al-
bania, Romania and Czechoslo-
vakia this year) as a “serious set-
back.”

The report showed that at the
end of 1949 there was 64 countries
holding membership. At that time,
26.7 per cent of the total budget of
$5,046,203 had not been contribut-
ed, 28 countries being defaulters.
