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THE CAPITAL OF RUSSIA.

St. Petershurg, the present capital of the
Rusgisn Bapirs, now Scutis & population
of ‘about 350,000, is little more than a century
old, having been founded by Peter tha Greal
in 1703 when he raised with his own bands
the first hat, which is still preserved for the
inspection of the curious. The first brick
house was built in 1710, and in 1712, the resid-
ence of the Emperor was transferred from Mos-
cow to the new city, which was named St. Pe-
tersburg, after the patron saint of its founder.
The approach of the city is thmugh a wild and
desert country. There are neither country
seats nor gardens in the environs of this large
town. Tho steeples are not sufficiently high to
be soen ata dum nce. The entrance is under a
‘wooden larriere d_for a mile the traveller
drives thmugh ‘a small street of woodenhouses.
Turning an angle, he finds himself on a brid
over the blue Neva, having before kim the Aﬁa
miralty, the winter palace’ of the Emperor, the
Heritage, the Marble Palace, and a succesion
of magnificent buildings on the granite quay.

Canpaces.—A  correspondent of the
Horticulturist says :—* It may not be gen-
erally known that cabbages readily grow and
are easily propagated by slips.
