la the course of his speech at Hamilton,
Ount., Sic Johp MceDonald eaid :—

In 1869 the Government of which I had
become u member, became convinced that
there was no use in attempting to get a re-
newal of the reciprocity treaty with the
United States. We had Hhumbled our-
selves; we had attempted everything that
man could do to induce the American
Congress 0 renew the tiealy. Gentlemen,
they refused to do so, aud therefore, we
said . *‘If the Americans can do without
us, we ought' to be able to do without
them.’” (Loud cheers.) If ‘the United
States was to be kept for the Americans,
Canada must be kept for the Canadians,
Hear, hear.): And we made the first
great step in that direction in 1869, It
was & small step, but still, when we ‘ntro
duced the national policy by putting a
‘duty on certain agricuitural products of
the United States, it was a step in the
right direction. This was done iu the
face of the cry that was raised that the
Americans would retaliate upon us, for
how could they retaliate on us more than
they bad done? We were convinced that
the Americans would not give us recipro-
city 80 long as we kept our markets open
to them. Why should they? They had
got our markets, owing to a iow tarifl, and
uo duty at all upon farm products, and
why should they open their markets to us ?
I'ney declined to do =0, and [ had the
strongest proof of it in 1871, when 1 went
to Washington as one of the Commission
ers—a. one of the  Embassy. | might say—
sent by England to try to settle the dis-
puted questions between England and the
United States, including the question o!
