Why Loeal Grits D;-:-;l the People.

Sir,—The suggesiion Ly THE EXAMINER
that the bill respeciing the Legislature
should be submicted to the people of this
Provinece before it baccmes aw has aroused
the quondam editor of the I striot; and ina
late 18sue of that paper an : ttempt is made
to show cause why such a -ourse would be
unnecessary.

It was vot until
some—iike the lawyers wio had so little
regard for the solemnity «f an oath that
they made a statutory dec aration, at the
last revision of votes for the Duminion
eluctoral iists, that eight acres of barren
land st St. Peter's Harhor, in King's
County, with no improverients thercon,
eave & hut little better than  an
Todisn  camp, was worth (hree hundred
dol.ars—had qual fied in this way, that the
practice of voting on mortgsg. 8 came iuto
vogue. Leading lawyers, lise Mr. L H.
Davi-s— who, notwithstanding his extreme
part zan feelings, yer has some scruples of
couscience regarding what he will swear to
—and the present Chief Justice, never
vould incur the awful responsibiliry of vot-
ing. especially for L gislative Couucillors,
when they had to swear that they were by
law qualitied as electors by reason of hold-
ing & mortgage. It is only reckless, god-
less partizane, like some of those who form
the cabal that now has possession of the
Government, that advocate and justify the
right 1o qualify in this way.

The lawyer- politician editor of the Pat-
riot must have forgotten the leasons learned
from his Liberal ancestors, and stretched
his neck to its fullest extent t) swallow
this true specimen of old "Tory tyranny.
How monstrous it is to think that because
a money-lender advances $400 on land
worth a thousand or perhaps two thousand
dollars, that he can go to the polls snd
prevent the owner of the priparty from se-
curing representatives who will guard his
interests !
