The only
living monarch who reigned longer than
Queen Victoria is Dom Pedro, Emperor of
Brazil, who ascended the throne in 1831 up-
on his father's abdiction. As he was then
only six years old, he cannot be said to
have really reigned. He was declared to
have reached his majority in 1841, when he
was fourteen years of age. The longest reign
in modern history is that of Louis XIV. of
France, who ascended the throne on the 14th
May, 1643, when five years old, and who died
on the 1st of September, 1715, having reigned
seventy eight years, three months and four-
teen days.—ZFHeamilton Spectalor.
