A fairly normal reaction
would be to lead the jack of dia-
monds and finesse. This would
work out badly in the actual
deal, because East would take
the king and return a heart.
West's hearts would fhus become
established, and when you later
took a club finesse, you'd go
down one.

A different way of playing the
hand would be to enter dummy
at trick two with a spade and

There is a
good chance of being ted
on this line of play also, because
West could take the king and re-
turn the ten of spades, permit-
ting East to overtake with the
jack and thus establish his long
spades. East would later get in
with the king of diamonds an d
run his spades to defeat the con-
tract a trick.

The best way of playing the
hand is
at trick two. If the jack is re-
fused, you then play the jack of
diamonds and finesse. This guar-
antees at least nine tricks.

If the Jack of clubs is won by
the king, you are still on safe
ground. Take the actual case.
West wins with the king and re-
turns a heart, which you duck.
You win the next heart and now
take the diamond finesse.

East wins, but since he has no
heart to return, you make four
notrump. Note that if East had
a heart to lead, which would
