NOVA SCOTIA APPLES

Nova Scotia apple growers are
looking forward to one of the larg-
est crops (2,500,000 bushels) of re-
cent years, a crop which they do
not expect to . move without stor-
ing for some period of time, With
this in mind an arrangement has
been worked out for keeping in
cold storage at a maximum of 15c
per bushel all apples of high qual-
ity which the market will not read-
ily absorb in the early part of the
season. The Annapolis Valley is
well-equipped with such storages,
which have been erected for the
most part by the United Fruit
Company, an association of farm-
er-owned apple handling coopera-
tives. The United Fruit Company
in addition to owning these stor-
ages also operates a number of
fruit and vegetable processing
plants to say nothing of the only
grass drying plant in the Maritime
brovinces. A traveller through the
Annapolis Valley cannot fail to be
impreesed with the number and
variety of marketing facilities that
apple growers have provided them-
selves and the amount of control
which was exercised over the.move-
ment of the crop
