Missisnippi river has undermined the foundations |
of the city, and varions cireumstances are cited 1
to substantiate the proposition. The river shore |
at the Navy Yard has wholly disappeared. It is
argued that the steamers which are always lying

in fromt of the city preserve the earth at the
water's edge, but that the great body of the
swighty tide of waters, forty and fifty tect below,
rushes onward in ity waresisted course rending
away the earth. Hew far the stream passes
beucath the eity there s, of course, no means of
ascortaining. TIhe explosion ol tonpedoes, forty
or fifty feet below the 1iver's surface, shook ever)
building west of the bayou. DBeyond the bayou
the shock was unheeded. Similar subterranean
changes are freguent on the Mississippi, as for
justance, save the Memphis Bulletin :—

* Many years ago a saw uwill was 2t work in
the swatnps of Arkansas, twenty milss faoin the
Mississippi. The owner awoke one bright morao-
ing to find bis well dry, 1n which the day before
there was water three or four feet doep.  He cut
& treneh to a broad loug surisce pond, not far
awey, aud woa again supplied with an anundnncvl
of water. This trench connseted the pond and |
well. Tiree days elapsed, and pond and well|
both were empty.  The old man of the will w s |
srmaged. The story was told to a traveller from |
