—Mr, J. Lincoln Dewar, secre-
tary of the Prince Edward Island
Farmers Federation in regard to
an announcement yesterday that
the Maine Potato Industry Coun~
cil had asked the United States
Treasury Department to impose &
duty of 46 cents a bushel on im-

ports of Canadian potatoes, sald

the news release was not clear as
to whether this was to be a total
duty of 46 cents or whether it

was to be an additional duty of 46
cents over and above the 37%

cents we now pay on & quota of

two million bushels. Once the
quota of two million bushels is
filled the duty goes up to 75 cents.
He said this appeared to be
fairly reasonable protection to the
American grower in view of the
fact that American potatoes come
into Canada duty free throughout
the year with the exception of six
weeks in the early part of the
summer from the middle of June
to the last of July.

In view of the fact that the Un-
ited States sells six times as much
in the way of fruit and vegetables
in Canada as we sell in the Unit-
ed States they are barking up the
wrong tree.

“Trade,” he said, “should flow
both ways but this indicated 1t
was actually flowing more in one
direotion.”

Asked if he thought there would
be a counter embargo placed on
American potatoes coming into
Canada should the United States
treasury department accede to the
