Flot igamnst the Czar.
LEADING RUSSIAN OFFICIALS INVOLVED IN A
GREAT CONSPIRACY.

According to a recent despatch from St
Petersbure, rumerous arresis continue to
be made ~t Kieff of persuns suspected of
Nihilism. Nine more offizers are among
those imprisoned, either under suspicion or
direct charges of connection with & con-
spiracy agsinst the Czir. The Russian au
thorities believe they have unearthed a
widespread plet in which & number, not
only of the lower « fiizials, but also those ot
l}lgher rank, are involved, and several of-
ficers having positions of trust and confi-
dence near the person of the Czar, have
been put under surveillsnce, being given
leave of absence from duty until the sus-
picions resting upon them are verified or

disproven.

The extent of the plot is not yet known
There seems no doubt of its genuina char-
acter, although it is nct certain that the
motives of the plotters are N.hilistic.
There is much discontent in the army
with the proloaged period of peace, and
many « flicers think that the Czur is too
pacifiz in his disposition.

The Russian empire was never more
peaceable, so far as exterusl enemies are
concerned, and, therefore, there is great
murmuring among army officers disap-
pointed in their hopes of promotion.

The authorities at St, Petersburg are
greatly appreheusive as to the extent of the
conepiracy developed at Kieff, and much
excitement prevails.

Meanwhile, the persecution of tha Jews
goes on more earnestly than ever, the lead-
ing official persecutor being the Grand
Duke Sergius, brother of the Czar and hus
band of Qusen Victoria’'s grand-daughter,
Elizabeth.

As governor of Moscow he seems determined
to turn ev.ry Jew out of the city. The Jew-
ish popula ion of Moscow has already been
reduced from about 40,000, whe:: Sergius be-
came goveranor, to about 30,000, and the num-
ber continues to decresse under the added
rigor of penil laws and the intolerable severs
ity of their enforcement.

The seveie treatment of the Jews is having
& ruinous cffect upon real estate and other
interests, at least 30,000 lodgings being empty
in Moscow.

The most pitiful scenes are witnessed among
the crowds of Jews at the railway stations,
men and women over 80 years f age and half
clad little child n crying a.d praying in the
cold. Their #1:Toriags are viewed with utter
indifference 1y ti~ Russisn authorities, and
any non Jewish resiient who displays kind-
nees toward them risks being put under sus.
picion,

The soldiers detailed to assist the police in |
guarding Jews treat them with the greatest
brutality, and frequently prick the uufortun.
ates with their bayonets if they attempt to
leave the stations in which they are penned.
The officers do not like the work of guard
ing Jewe, which they look upon as beneath
their diguity, and this aleo is a cause of some
discontent among the military.
