An egg merchant,whogoes from houze to
hou-e buying egzs, told us a few davs
sinee, that he expected to pay 50 centsa
dozen fur eggs before Christmas, This is
remarkable when wereflect that this coun-
try hasto import several million dollars’
worth of foreign eggs. Our own egg rais-
ers ought to have this money. The de-
mandfor fresh eggs fur fuod alone far ex-
ceeds the supply.
