Find 2 Bodies
From Missing
Drilling Crew

PORT BURWELL, Ont. (CP)—
Two bodies, one lashed to a rub-
ber life raft, were f ind Friday
in Lake Erie by the U.S. Coast
Guard and the search continued
for three other men aboard an
offshore gas-drilling rig destroyed
by gales.

The three still missing are pre-
sumed to have drowned as well
when 60-mile-an-hour gales be-
fore dawn Thursday -demolished
the platform and tower anchored
14 miles off the southern Ontario
shore.

Names of the two found were
not immediately known. The
coast guard took the bodies to
Erie, Pa., where positive identifi-
cation later will be made by of-
ficials of Underwater Gas Devel-
opers Limited, the firm that
rented the rig to a drilling sub-
conéractor.

The cutter Kaw, joining Cana-
dian and American plames in a
search . that began early Thurs-
day, came upon the nude body
lashed to the raft about eight
miles off Erie. The second body
was found in the ~ame geneinvl
area.

In Double Duty Russian Crop

By ALTON BLAKESLEE

Russian scientists are planting
a double-duty wonder crop.

In June they expect to cut it
for grass to feed cattle.

And then let it grow up again
to yield a harvest of wheat for
humans next fall.

Known as ‘‘grain - fodder’ be-
cause it would feed both humans
and animals, this plant still is
experimental, says Peter Lapin,
assistant director of the main
Botanical Gardens in Moscow.

It comes from a cross or mar-
riage of wheat and wild grasses
in experiments conducted by aca-
demician Nikolai Tsitsin, one of
Russia’s leading botanists. Prof.
Tsitsin also is trying to develop a
perennial type of wheat.

The double-duty grain - fodder
plant also belongs to the peren-
nial type, Lapin says, but “it is
not good enough at wintering
yet—.”

Some of its is being tested on
experimental plots- at the Botan-
ical Gardens, which have green-
houses crammed with tropical
plants from around the world.

PLANT IN OCTOBER

““You plant the grain-fodder in
October and 'it gives grass for its
first harvest,” Lapin says. “It
grows after that cutting, and
yields grain for the second har-
vest. -

“Or the first yield can be grain,
if you have a wet spring; then
you get the grass later. It prom-
ises to be very useful in our cli-
mate because sometimes we have
very dry springs. After first giv-
ing grass, it would yield grain
after the summer rains.”

Prof. Tsitsin 25 years ago be-
gan breeding experiments to
cross strains of wild and culti-
vated wheat with wild grasses—
“which usually are the enemy of
the farmer,” Lapin says.

If his double-duty plant suc-
ceeds, it would be his greatest
achievement.
