The British Defeat by the Boera.

Despatches from Durban admit a great
British defeat. The Standard gives the fol-
lowing des ription of the fight :—** The enemy
wer. on horseback when first seen, but upon
shell taking effect among them at fifteen hun-
drel yards distance they rode off and, baving
dismonunted, under cover behind the hill,
opened fire.  From twelve o’clock until dusk
it was a rifle duel under cover. Our guns
from time to time took part in it. but the
enemy’s fire was so sever that it was impos-

falling almost as soon as they stood vp, with
the sole exception of Lieutenant Parsons,
who was wounded late in the day.

A SEVERE CONFLICT.

“ Every cfficer, driver, gunner and horse
in the battery was his, Shortly after the
action began the guns were completely silenc-
ed for an hour. Some of the infantry then
assisted. OUne piece was then kept in action
thronghont the entire day, but it was a dan
yerons duty, and those serving it bad to be
continually replaced. The guns were actually
whitened all over with the marks of the bul-
lets. and for anybody to stand up beside them
death. The enemy occasionally
crept up to within two hundred yards of the
position.  But never attempted a rush. The
greater portion of the fighting was at a dis-
tauce of six or seven hundred yards.

ADMIRABLYE TACTICS OF 1HR BOERS.

““The tactics of the Boers are dcscribed as
admirable, They moved from flank te flank,
opening fire from time to time from unexpect-
ed positions.

The Length of Boes" Tongues.

Bee-keepers owes Professor Oook,  of
Michigan Agricaltural College, a ‘debt of
gratitude)} for his patient experiments to see
how far bees ecould extend their tongues to
reach honey. There are few bee-keepurs
who have the neceseary tools to easure
bees’ tongues, as a square and a yard
stick would be of no account, but we
can all measure shem as the professor
tells us he did in one instance. . He
says : ‘“ A box one half-ineh deep, without
top or bettom, wae covered with fine gsuze
having fifteen meshes to the inch. A glass
was then placed in the hox, so inclined that
while one end rested against the gauze, the
other was one-half inch from it.
was thinly spread with honey on the side
next to the gauze. This was placed in a
hive of [talians, when the glass was cleaned
of the honey for a distance of twenty-four
meshes from the edge where the glass rest-
ed on the ganze. The black bees could
ouly reach and only cleaned for nineteen
meshes. Many trials gave the same result.
This then shows why Italians ean gather
and often do collect from flowers which
fail utterly te attract the black bees. The
nectar is beyond their reach ” Other ex-
periments showed the tongue of the average
Italian bee to be 26-100 of an inch 1in
length.§

Milk.

London was threatened with a milk
famine, on acecount ef the entire block
on the railways, during the recent
frest ; and, perhaps for the first time in
its history, 1ts inhabitants have experi~
onced the almest ontire deprivation of
this impertant aliment. At the present
day milk forms ene of the greatest
sources of food—not enly when mixed
with other substances, but pure and
simple—both for the healthy and the
invalid. In certain diseases milk has
been discovered as the chief if wot the
only remedy. In scorbutic complaints
it appears to be invaluable,and in ethers
which have hitherto puzzled the faculty,
such as the terrible complaint of dinbetes
it has afforded iefinite relief. In the lat.
ter case milk in its pure state is nos
given, but what we term ‘ skim’ milk it
taken in copieus draughts. The absencejof
skim milk during the last few days sug-
gested an arsificial process by which it
could be rapidly acquired ; and as the
mode may be ot use te housekeepers and
nurses,we give it here for their benefit.
Make a large “lip"” or other basin very
bot in an ovem, pour the celd fresh milk
in, and then set the basin on the top ef
the oven till the cream visibly rises;
then remove the basin, and let the milk
be cold before removing the cream.—-
London Live Stock Budlding.
