South succumbed to the
temptation to finesse the diamond
and paid the full penalty for tak-
ing the unnecessary finesse. Prob-
ably the bidding persuaded him
|that West had the king of dia-
| monds to justify his informatory
double, but it was nevertheless a
needless risk to take.

West is marked with the Queen
of hearts, having opened the king
originally. After two rounds of
trumps a heart should be led to-
ward dummy's jack. When West
takes the king, the diamond fin-
esse is no longer needed to make
the hand.

Suppose West wins the heart and
returns a diamond. Declarer takes
the ‘ace, discards the jack of dia-
monds on the good heart, and the
contract is cold. Only two losers
remain.
