Use Scottish Tunes

Eskimos Stage Dance In

Honor Of Gov.-General

FROBISHER BAY, Baffin Island
(CP)—Lively Scottish tunes echoed
Thursday night through a spacious
garage workshop at this Arctic air
base as fun-loving Eskimos staged
a dance in honor of Governor-Gen-
eral Massey.

The dancers, colorful in their
northern garb, whirled through one
Scottish reel after the other with
easy grace while native accordian
and violin players supplied the
music. The shuffling of mukluk-
clad feet added to the rhythm.

The Scottish tunes and dances
were taught the Eskimos by crews

of whaling ships which have been
calling for 200 years at this port
1,200 miles north of Montreal. The
imported dances and songs have
largely replaced native dances in
which  one or two men would
prance about to the haunting rhy-
thm of a skin drum and chant the
story of some hunting or fishing
experience.

The dance was in the nature of
a farewell party for Mr. Massey
who leaves here today to continue
a 17-day 10,000-mile air tour that
will take him over the North Pole
and other places never before vis-
ited by a governor-general. Mr.
Massey arrived here Tuesday after
a flight from Ottawa and a three-

hour stop at Great Whale River,
about 650 miles north of the cap-
ital.
VISITS TOWNSITE

Besides the dance Mr. Massey’s,
program included a visit to a new
Eskimo townsite near this $10,000,
000 continental defence base. He
called at a Hudson's Bay Com-
pany post and attended a meeting
of the Eskimo community council.
He was presented with a dark blue
eiderdown-lined vest made by Esk-
imo women at Payne Bay, some
390 miles south of here.

NEW DELHI (Reuters)—Urgent
calls for India to buy arms from
any country including Russia was
sounded in Parliament Wednesday
following the fifth border clash in
12 days with Pakistan.

Members of the ruling Congress
party and the Communists urged
Prime Minister Nehru to obtain
arms promptly from any eountry
willing to sell them.

Nehru told the Lower House he
saw little danger of war with Pak.
istan. “Nevertheless one cannot ig-
nore the ?:ssibulty of some emerg:
ency arising.”

He said he thought the border
clashes resulted from ‘“‘trigger-
happy” troops rather than a co-
ordinated plan.

One reason for current worries
about Pakistan’s intentions, Nehru
said, was the United States mil-
itary aid program to India's neigh.

‘“‘very much affected” by this aid,
he added.
