The |
nimble shilling is what we require in this|
age. Iteosts very little more in the way of |
expense to carry oo s business of two bun-|
dred thousand dollars than it requires to do |
half that amount. The cost of rent, personal
living, and wmaoy incidental expenses, do not
increase in the ratio of bueiness, while time
is saved ; for thers is o greater profit result-
ing from a trade of two hundred thousand in |
one year than from the same amount, and |
even more, extended over twice the space of
time. Thesa simple fucts are well known by
energetic business men, who adopt advertis-
ing a8 the most powerful method of saving
time, by inereasin g business and then making |
eapital doubly ective. Indeed, it is often
wade a substitute for actual eapital.
