SUMMARY OF PROCEEDINGS,

MarcH 14,

Mr. Warbarton resumed the debate on
the Address. He criiicised the remarks of
the Opposition speakers and pointed out
the success of the seed cxperiments at the
Stock Farmm  He said that so far from
these experiments being carried out in the
slipshod manner stated, they were con
ducted properly and no less than forty-
seven different samples were being sent t
the great World’s Fair at Chicago. He
defended the bili reducing the cust of Legis
jation introduced by the Government
The disfranchisement of the Dominion
officials was a right and preper measure,
because in open voting many of these
officials were unable to vote as then
consciences dictated for fear of  the
consequences that might ensue, He did
not think the young men would be de-
prived of any right or voting privilege they
now possessed if the proposed measure of
amalgamating both branches of the Legis
lature had been adopted. The proposea
gerrymander of King's County bad occasion
eda good deal of talk,as hethought it would.
He spoke of the map of the district it is
proposed to readjust, and referred to the
iittle spot thereon called Georgetown. He
cuggested that the map be framed, anc
referred to Georgetown as ‘‘an snomaly’
which should be wiped out. He repudiatec
the 1dea that the vhject of the Governmen!
in readjusting this aistrict was to hive the
Roman Catholics,and said such a statement
was made only for obtaining a little cheap
popularity. He said the statement that
the debentures issued 1ist year had to b
issued to pay off the debt incurred by the
present Government was not correct, ano
pointed out that the debt was incurred by
the late Government. He claimed that the
debentures had been properly advertised,

reference to the success of the exhibitione,
he said he would not detract from the work

done by the late Gevernment in tae matter,

but thought that private enterprise had
also a goud deal te do with their success.
He spoke of the road-making machine, and
hoped the Government could see their way
cloar to get more of them. lo conclusion,
he expressed the hope that the proposed
b1t for reducing the expenses of legisiation
would be as goud as that of last year.

Mr. A. J. Macdouald followed. He
bricfly reviewed some of the arguments
made by speakers on the other
side of the House. He did not think
the Government did as well as they might in
the matter of the sale of the debentuies. He
referred to the debts incurred by thelate Gov
eroments and the preseat one, and thovght
that the prospects of the present administra-
tion securing any of our claims at Oitawa werc

made very clear to honorable members when
they faced their constituents again. He re-

minded the House that Georgetown had been
represented in the Legislaiure by able men,
who bad brought forward and eup

portec a vumber of good measures, and
that the constituency had been laid out by the
Hon. George Coles, He sharply eriticised the
Gerrymander and the Mortgsge Vote, and said
that he felt sure that any gerrymander they
could make wou!d not help the party in power.
He argued that all true Liberals ¢ ught to vote
with the Liberal Conservative Party as dis-
tinguished from the oid fossil Tories who make
up for the most part the (so called) Liberal
Party. He wou!d believe that the promoters
