New Mode of Colleeting Bad Debts.

THe New World Uniform Collecting Co.,
Head Office for Canada in Toronto, has
opened a branch at CharlottetoygThe plan
of operation is as follows: ~

Business men may become members by
paying $10. Then, if they have any poor
accounts to collect, a notice is sent to the
debsor that, unless the debt it paid by a
certain date, a uniformed collector will pay
him a visit. The collector wears a blue
uniform, glistening with brass buttons, and
if he fails to get the money the first time,
he promises to appear again. After three
calls, he comes before the delinquent with
a badge upon his hat, reading ‘* Collector
of Bad Debts.” This generally brings the
money. If not, he goes on collecting until
a settlementof the account be made, the
creditor paying a percentage on amount
collected.
The company do not make it a business

to prosecute sick or distressed people, who,
by their affliction, are unable to pay; but
trust to ‘the good sense of the merchant
not to inflict annoyance on the helpless,
but who, in justice to their own families,
will not be imposed upon by tough custom-
ers and those who can't, but won't pay.
Another much-needed want is supplied

by the facilities afforded to members for
recovering bad debts from parties who have
left the Island, but who may now be in a
position to satisfy their obligations.
