This matter has been ropeatedly
brought to the notice of ths Council
aud yet it has been allowed to drift
along, nothing whatever of a perman-
ent nature being done to remove the
nuisance and to preserve the health
and lives of the residents in that part
of the city. To leave this sewer in its
present condition, now that the ice
which nature provided as a covering
for the past four months is broken up,
would be to imperil the public health
to a d-gree to which no other Sanitary
Board or Civie Council would feel like
being responsible.

As it ¢xists at present, this sewer
is a very c-sspool and a hot bed ‘of
diseasc and death, and we trust that
at the C ancil mesting next Mounday
night measures will be ndopted to ro-
wmove the nuisance.
