More-
over, anyone who watched those crowd-
ing thousands would notice how devout
they were, how reverently they kneeled
at the appropriate times, and how heartily
manyof themjoined in the chorales which
were intended to be sung by the congrega-

tion. When we remember what St.
Paul’s was fifty years ago, and whatit has
become now, we have an impressive ilius-
tration of the ever-advancing power of the
Christian religion in this country.”
