Mullig:m, preaching on the subject
of “Hilidays and Goq" from the
text Mark 6: 31: “Come ye your-

Modern life hag placed great
pressure upon the necessity of ho-
lidays, which are In reality a reac-
tion to the workaday affairs of
existance, .IIt ig however, nothing
nhew, this idea of holidaying. Tho
poet Horace pictures the Roman
citizens over two thousand years
ago going out to Baie, and the
health resort of Weisthandent, Ger
many, was probably in existence at
this time when the Romans ‘fro-
auented the place for that purpose.

The speaker went on to show
that one of the outstanding features
of modern life was the develop-
ment of holiday resotrs. Many
of these were reputable and gome
were none too reputable, bhut never-
theless very much frequented, even
by many staid supporters of  the
¢hurch, who in the ordinary affairs
of life would scorn to indulge their
immndomm passlons to the extont
to which theso resorts gave only"
too much opportunity.

RENTS IN CHICAGO
TAKING TUMBLE,

'CHICAGO, June 17.—An investi-
gation conducted by F, W, Arm-
strong, General Manager of the
Cibizens' €ommitlée to, Enforce the
Landis Award, shows that rents in
Chicago have dropped  $5 to $15
per month during the last year.
‘The drop, he gaid, was due to the
tremendous number of neéw build-
ings erected during the eonstric-
tion boom which followed the set-
tlement of the wage controversy.

The drop in prices  has been
chielly in the higher clags apart-
ments. Some flats which rented
for $100 per month a year ago now
go begging at $85, and  in some
cases agents have indicated their
willingness to accept a $756 rental.
