opening the heart ace and making
the slam a laydown — he chose
the spade queen. Dummy ducked
and South won with the king.

Conducting the play as well as
possible, South cashed the club ace
and ruffed away the club six, drew
trumps, ending up
in dummy, and then led a heart
to his own king.

It can be seen at a glance that
if West had taken this trick he
would have been *“end-played” on
the spot. A spade return would go
up to South's tenace; a heart re-
turn would let South run off three
heart tricks, discarding a spade
from the board; ;and a club return
would give South a ruff-and-dis-
card. 4
West, however, was too experienc-
ed a player to fall into thistrap. He
gave thought to South’'s distribut-
ion, South had had one club and
| only five trumps. Certainly, he
' could not hold five spades without
| having mentioned the suit, and o
he had at least three hearts. Thus,
there was no danger in holding up
the heart ace, but there was acute
danger in winning either this trick
or the next heart lead! East's play
of the spade deuce on the opening
lead had denied Moth the king
and the ten and East might also
be notably weak in the heart suit.

80 West ducked this present
heart trick, and ducked again when
South re-entered dummy and led
another heart to the queen. Now
declarer was through. Fe tried for
a heart break by leading & third

round, but West won and led back
the high heart, and South was left
high and dry with a spade loser.
