bardly as imperial federation is ordiuarily
understood. We see little chance of any
constant colonial repreeentation in either
bouse of Parliament, or in the executive.
The colonies willco much voluntarily ;
bat little compulsorily. Tie old tear ot
neing taxed from home is by uo means
completely exorcised, and the idea that
taxation imposed by the Imperial Parlia-
ment may follow representation in ‘be
Imperial Parlisment, or ibe Imper-
jal executive, is, we believe, for the pres-
ent, fatal to all the schemes which in-
genious coostitution-mongers provide from
time to time. But asthe colonies fed: rate
themselvee,they will provide a loose bat ef-
fective ready-made federation for the Em-
pire.. The thing is immensely siaplified
when, instead of having to deal with a
score of colouial governments, the Im-
peria| Governmentfinds iteelf in tue pres-
ence cf two or three great groups of col-
onies, with their executives.
on “We may easily conceive atime wheo
ihe Britieh Government wil) fiud it sb-
solutely impossible to take any import-
ant step, involving the whole Empire,
without coneulting the prime ministers
ofthe Dominion of Canada, Australia
avd Federated south Africa. When tbat
comes about we eball fiod that tbe Nmpire
hes federated iteelf, though, as usual, in
abeence of mind. There 18 nothing
visionary in this outlook, aud we look
forward to it im the considerable bope
the’ ibet world-wide consultation will
bring steadiness and sobriety to our po)-
icy. But we must deal with our colonies
straightforwardly and without fisutery.”
