Probe Assault On
Boxing Referee

NEW YORK, Jan, 14 — (AP) —
WitResses testified Saturday that
fight manager Tommy Ryan had
assaulted referee Ray Miller and
matchmaker Al Weill Friday
night. There was a strong pos-
sibility that the district attorney
might take action.

Ryan already is under sus-
pension for his ring attack on
the referee in Madison Square
Garden, and chairman Bob Christ-
enberry of the State Athletic
Commission has vowed that Ryan's
licence will be revoked.
