People who work in rehabil-
Hating others, in order for their
work fo be useful must really
Ynow their patients, said Dr.
John Theriault, when he ad-
dressed the P.E.I. Chapter of
the Canadian Foundation for
Paliomelitis at its annual meet-
ing held at The Charlottetown
last evening.

A person he said
that loses his body image from
a broken neck, a heart ailment
or a fractured skull may be-
lieve that he is useless, and une
able to face his problems, be-
come partially paralyzed.
