“‘Non-creative toys—the mechan-
ical types which perform—do not
entertain the child as much as
they do the parent,’” Mr. Arnold
said. “Children prefer the cre
ative—building toys, for instance—
which are not an end in them-
selves but merely a means to an
end."”

“The parent must create in the
home an atmosphere that is con-
ducive to the child's independent
investigation.
