MONTREAL (CP) —"We
don't have much confidence in
politicians. They are more
crooked than we are. We don't
have the means of being
crooked.”

The speaker is a 22-year-uld
shipyard worker from the Que-
bec City district. He has worked
for six years, but has been un-
employed during two of them.
He didn't think this was too
bad.
