OTTAWA, Oct. 14— (CP)—The
Board of Transport Commission-
ers in an order made public Sat-
urday set back the deadline by
which Canadian  National Rail-
ways were required to change
their Prince Edward Islan
freight rate structure and order-
ed a new hearing Nov. 5. .

The Board order set back tfo
Nov. 15 from Oct. 22 the date by
which the Board had previously
ordered the C.N.R. to change its
P.E.I. rate structure from a two-
zone to a one-zone plan based on

low or so-called “inner zone”
rates.
Saturday's order resulted from

an application by the railway for
a re-hearing of the case. The C.
N. R. application asked the Board
that if on rehearing, it stood by
its ruling of Sept. 15 ordering a
new P.EI. rate structure, then it
should state its case to the Sup-
reme Court of Canada. If the
Board did not do this, then the,|
