I'he exodus from the old country to Can-
ada is apparently proving contagious on
this continent. Hundreds of persons who
had in former vears been induced to select
homes for themselves in the western States
are now repenting of their choice and turn

ing their steps towards Canada. Whether
it be that the rush to our shores in the
ocean steamers has given them ‘*he im

pression that Canada contains features of
exceptional desirability of which they had
not yet heard or for the simpler reason that
the United States had not come up to their
expectations, it is an undoubted fact that
the immigration from across the Atlantic
is accompanied by a movemeat of settlers
of German and other nationalities from
Dakota-and other western regions. This
movement is, it appears, of unprecedented
volume. We have already thought it well
to utter a word of warning asto the
necessity of caution in the invitation and
admission of immigrants in the selection of
whom the government may have any con

trol. We need not repeat that warning
now, as the assisted passage system is dis-
continued for the present. Rather would
we proudly point to the change of opinion
which the last few years have brought
about with respect to the eligibility of
Canada as a home for intending emigrants.

Not only do they now come hither in prefer-

ence to the United States but they are
even leaving the States, after fair trial, for
our Northwest. Nor is that all. In the
Australasian colonies, they are complain-
ing that the tendency is almost entirely in

favor of Canada. In fact, Canada is every-
