politician, while allowing him to an-
swer back. Instead, in their organ-
ized demonstrations they appeared
determined not to allow Mr. Diefen-
baker or his candidates to speak at
all. As the Ottawa Citizen says of
the Vancouver meeting—and the
disturbance at Chelmsford was even
more objectionable—"these methods
are more suited to Communist or
fascist extremists than to people
who believe in democratic rights.

Mr. Diefenbaker was invading
politically hostile territory at these
meetings, and his wisdom in doing
#0 may be open to question. But
there can be no question as to his
right to a fair hearing on any plat-
form in this country. Again to
quote The Citizen (which is no
friend of the Diefenbaker Govern-
ment’s) such mob demonstrations
“have left a bad taste in everyone's
mouth because, in trying to assert
their own rights, they trampled on
the rights of other people.”

We would go further and say
that such demonstrations should be
helpful, rather than harmful, to any
leader or candidate against whom
they are directed In this free coun-
try. In the denial of the freedom of
speech which they constitute they
strike at the very roots of our dem-
ocratic system. The time to eradi-
eate noxious weeds is before th:y
overrun the garden; and there is a

' moral here which all our political
. parties would do well to ponder very

pi i} regular
customers.

Samogon, a vodka made from
grain or potatoes, seems to be the
favorite bootleg product. Another
brew named Chachah, which is dis-
tilled from the leavings of wine
grapes, is also illegal, as are vodka
brewed from mulberry leaves, and
arabi, which is distilled from rice
and palm juice. A beer called braza,
made from bread or grain, another
home-brew concoction, is also fl-
legal under the new bootlegging
laws.

It will be an uphill job to sup-
press this traffic, and we wish Mr.
Khrushchev more luck in the under-
taking than he deserves in some of
his other activities.
