has required the best ¢ keanest busi-
ness and editorial manugement to keep
the leading newspapers of the country
anywhere near the domain of prosperity,

The Mauchcster Telegram is not the
ones prosperous newspaper that has been
obliged to suspend. Wiihin the month
past cthers have gone the same way; and
people conversant with the newspaper
business can foresee more suspensions,
Such misfortunes are always deplorable,
but in times like the present they appear
fnevitable, Concerns not  founded on
financial stability of the bed rock char-
acter are certain to go to the wall. Fick
out a business bereft of sensible, conser-
vative business management, and you
can look upon an enterprise that is
doomed, in these times. A newspaper
is a business enterprise, and unless its
affairs are handled with skill and abil-
ity, bagked by ample capital, judiciously
employed, its days will be found num-
berod. Recklessness, improvidence and
unreliability in management can end in
only one way—disaster. That i3 true
in .goutl times, and doubly true in a
depressed perjiod, There are numerous
newspaper hulks floating about, like
direlicts on the sea, and it is pretty evi-
dent that they are unable to withstand
tha storm.
