OTTAWA  Sept. 13—A  protest
against Canadian airmen being
“Lwauowed up’ !n the British air
force was voiced Senator W.
A. Griesbach (Con, Alberta) in the
Senate today.

“In the last war we dominated
the British Air Force. We had
thousands of men in that force
leading in every action. They were
serving the British Air Force, the
name of Canada was not heard.

“To send individuals to join the

British Air Force is inconsistens
with our national dignity,” he sald.
Speafking of mobilization in

Canada, General Griesbach recall-
ed that in 1914 there had been
much publicity and propaganda.
Prominent citizens  had been
commizsioned to raise expedition-
ary force units “with brass bands

and ballyhoo,” and there was &
certain amount of  “soclal  con-
scripticn.”

Thousands of physically unfit
men had joined up, “which is re-
flected in about one half of our
present pension bills,” he said.

The present enlistment system
of a rigid physical inspection was
producing more physically fit men,
but the trouble was that once the
unemployed young men and the
excitement seekers had all signed
up there would be a falling off in
recruiting, as indesd had already
begun in_ varlous parts of the
counrtry.

U-BOAT MENACE
T0 DISAPPEAR

Prepared To Meet
And Conauer Ger-
mans In Under-Sea
Warfare.

LONDON, Scpt. 14—(Thursday)
——(CP)—The Ministry of Infor-
mation, in a communique issued
early today, expressed ‘‘calm con-
figence” in the allies’ power to
erase the threat of Germany's sub-
marine warfare from the seas.

The communique said it remains
to be seen whether Fuehrer Hitler
has decided on “unrestricted” sub-
marine operations, but acded this
would seem to be the case in view
of the sirking of the Athenia.

Prime Minister Chamberlain re-
ported to the House of Ccmmons
yesterday—the first day of the
war on which no reports were re-
ceived of suomarine attacks—that
Great Britain's merchant fleet has
suffered “somewhat severe” losses.
But he said the loss involved lone
ships, at sea when hostilities
brcke out.
