TRIAL OF WHALEN.

[From the St. John Morning Telegraph.]

The trial of Whalen at Ottawa. for the
murder of HHon, Thomas D'Avey MceGee,
conmenced on Monday the 7th inst,  We
give below some interesting particulars
in connecetion with this important event :-—

WIELAN'S APPEARANCE IN COURT,

Out in the yard there was o little proces-
sion.  Detween two policemen.who wateh-
od their man closely, eame Whalen, and
behind were other watchlful men, 'l he
procession moved across the gaol yard to
the Court House, and a moment luter they
enter,  The first object that eatches the
eye is the red beard of the prizoner, which
has grown considerable during his con-
linement.  On entering the room he is at
once couveyed to the dock, and imme-
ately placed therein, his handeufls being
removed, though other preeautions are not
neglected.  The appearance of the prison-
or is what might be expeeted from one in
his trevible positicn.  Ile looks pale and
anxious, a slight pink tinge on his rather
prominent cheek Lones, Leing the only
particle of coloron his face,  Otherwise hv
looks well enough, indicating that the pri-
son fare has not disagreed with him. Ile
sits in the dock restless and nervous, run-
ning his fingers through his beard and
twirling his moustache almost incessantly,
as if he felt uneasy. lle keeps glaving
around the court-room constantly, as il
expecting to see aeqnraintances and hricnds
there,  All the while heis evidently trying
to prescrve an appearance ol easy cieless-
ness, but it does not sit well on him  JI+
keeps constuntly in motion, and there isan I
incessant twitching of the museles of the
mouth, showing thatinwardly heis excited
and nervous.  Of course his appearance
creates a sensation in court.—Iiveryone
wints to see the notorious prisoncr, and
everyone, thevefore, makes an attempt to
do 0. Thereisa general straining of eyes
lrom all parts of the room to eateh a sight
of the man in the dock, And during all
this time the cross examination of a wit
ness on the wood cise is going on mosi
pergistently asif the fate of the world hung
on that wood pile. A deseription of Whae-
len's person may not be out of place licre.
As he sits in the dock we have o good op-
portunity of seanning his featoves, and this
15 the vesule ot our observations :—\Wha-
len's forehiead is low and slichty reeeding,
though not so moch as has been said by
others  The jaw and cliin, as lar as can
be judeged, while that heavy red beard
covers them, ave stronz and determined
fooking—yet the man has by no means a
bad expression.  Llis restliess eyes ave
aoninst him, and they are perhaps the
worst features of his face.  As he looks
now he would scaveely be picked out by
the most expert physiognonist as the man
who would commit the erime of which he
now stands accused.  Ile is a strong,mus-
cular looking man, apparently capable ol
cnduring mueh havdship, and making a
determined fight.  Hisshouhlers ave Lrosd
and well-knit, bhut his chest is of no great
depth, espeeinlly for one ot his apparent
streneth. Iis limbs are slender, aud indi-
eate activity, Ilis head is what is ealled 2
o bullet head,” being almost round, the
animal characteristies evidently predomi-
nating; yet heis a man of intelligent, ap-
pearance, and no one would for & moment
think of setting him down as an ass; he
may be o knave; but he is certainly not w
lool.

Ti CASE AGAINST WITALEN,
My, O'Reilly, in addressing the jury pre-
vious to calling  witnesses, wmong othier

The charge against the prizener was that
he fived the shot, and the Crown will un-
dertake to show that the prisoner was sin-
ply an emissary obf a band of bud men iu
Montreal who had conspired (o take Mr.
MGeo's lite. The conspiracy was hatched
in Moatreal, and the jrisoncr was lrom
the first one of the congpivators.  Iheir lirst
intention was to take Mr. M'Gee's life in
i own house, and they made an attempt
to do so0 some thne previous to his going
to Ottawa to s ttend to his duties as amem-
ber ol Parlinment, Fortunitely Mre. M Gee's
brother was in the house when the attempt
was made.  Ile opered the dooral 2 or 8
o'clock in the moining when the prisoner
enterced and alleged that he caane for a
friendly purpose, numely. to give warning
that the murder was to be committed tha
very morning at four o'clock.  Secing that
the visit was apparvently for a hiendly
purpose, he w.s roecived in the study,
when he then gave information that the
house was to be attacked, e said there
was 4 violent enmity between two partics
respeeting the matier,  In the study anote
wits written by Me. M'Gee to the Chicet of
Police advising him of the intended attempt
to muvderhim, and the prisoner undertook
to deliver it,  DBut he did not deliver it un-
til 8 hours alterwards, although according
to hiis own story the house was to have beey
attneked within two hours, It would also
he shown that the prisoner entertained n
very strong and bittey enmity against the
deceased.  He had charged him with being
a teaitor to his country and having sold Ler
rightsnnd lrequently threatened vengeance
ngainst Lhim. Such were the views :nd
eachings of the prizoner, and only too
well did he carey them out, It will be
shown that at o tavern in Montreal kept by
one ]m-r:;_f:m, tho ]ll'ih‘nnt'l' met other per-
song, aud that not only was the prisoner
selected to do the bloody deed, bau that he
was nddressed by one ol his companions in
these words—* Sullivan, you arve the wuan to
do the deed .

It will alzo be shown that when Me Me-
(Giee canme to Ottawa to attend his Parlia-
mentiry duties, that Whalen came also,
When vir.
