sacrifice health for the sake of devoting
a few more minutes to business. IEven
a single mecal a day eaten at such a
place is detrimental to the health of the
digestive organs. Food must be masti-
exted in order that it may not prove
actually injurious.

Between meals one should drink suffi-
cient water partially to liquefy the
tsod. The drinking of moderate quan-
tities of water during meals also does
rot appear to be other than beneficial
