sisted with notrump.

On the diamond lead by West,
South soon found that he had set
» hopeless goal for himself. He
guessed the winning club finesse
but East's queen could not be
captured, and neither could the!
ninth trick.

South got exactly what he de-
served in this affair, and only
North  deserved sympathy. The
proper chib opening — i.e., prop-
er with any partner — would have
fpened the way to an equally
Proper jump rebid in spades, and
North  woulda't need any great
'alent to raise spades in turn.
