The lace
for the manufacture o(ulnch the village of
Honiton, in Devonshire, England, has long
been famous, is supposed to have been first
made Saxony during the sixteenth
century, whence it extended to Flanders
and France. In Brussels alone there
were 100,000 females employed in lace
making at the close of the last century.
