There are many precautions that
can eliminate the pain.

IRRITATES SKIN

For one thing, he can make
sure the injection is not made in
ageas where you report chronic or
recurring pain or which have
been painful in past injections.

He can easily locate any ten-
| derness simply by probing the pro-
posed site with his fingers. He can
also anesthetize the skin by spray-
ing ethyl chloride over the area
for two or three seconds. This
“‘freezing’’ docs not interfere with
t' action of the antiseptic.

To avoid deep pain, the doctor
can add anesthetic to the solution
to be injected. Diluting the solu-
tion with one or two per cent pro-
