SINGULAR APPARITION.

FIVE SPIRITS APPEAR IN THE ME I'lAKATIAH (B.C.)
MIS3ION HOUSE.

['be British Columbia papers of the 224,
which arrived here yesterday, contain an
accountof a singular apparition at Metla-
katlah, Fourteen years ago a mission was
started there among the lismashaon Indi
ans by Mr. William Duncan under the aus~
pices of the Church Missionary Society of
England. Mr. Duncan is assisted by Rev.
Mr. Coilinson and Rev. Mr. Hall, also
Church of England missionaries. Metla-
katiah is an inhospitable tpot. Away up
there, above the fifty<fourth parallel of la
titude, the ciimate will not admit of agri
an‘ture being extensively ehgaged in.
Wheat cannot be brought to maturity. Po-
tatoes and other root crops seem to grow
pretty well. Formerly the Indians o1
the Tismahaen nation offered human
sacrifices, and it is said that they
al<o indu'ged cannibalistic proclivites. [t
would seem, however, that they confined
thawr eating of human flesh t) their * me«
dicine’’ festival, and even then no one
ever saw them do more than, while en-
gaged in the demonical rites which were
cu:tomary on these occasions, merely bite
it. The victims at these celebrations were
m mbers of other tribes whom they had
enslaved. Not only are the teaching and
infl 1ence of Mr Duncan having the effect
of making the Indians fall away from such
lihuman and heathenish practices, but
they are als» removing much of the deadly
hostility which formerly existed among
different tribes. It will be rsmembered
thit during their visit to British Columbia
Lt fall, Lord Dufferin and party visited
the mission, and spoke highly of the work |
beng done by Mr. Duncan and his associ. |

WAR NEWS.

[By Telegraph to Reading Room and
Daily Examiner.]

Loxpon, Nov, 9,

The Russian official dispatch, dated
Kuruk Dara, 6th, says: Gen. Lazaroff
yesterday, occupied a position in front of
the south-eastern post at Kars, for the
purpose of erecting siege batteries. The
Turks attacked them, supported by the
fire of the forts, The Russians beat them
back in diisorder, and pressed them into
Fort Hafiz at the point of the bayonet,
inflicting heavy loss. They spiked the

returned with small loss,

Russian losses to the "1st November
amount to 64.800.

A Russian official dispatch from Kuruk
Dara, on the 6th, confirms the intelligence
that the columns of Generals Henyman
and Tergukshoft defeated the Turks on
the 4th at Deve Bayau, after nine hours’
fighting. The Turks fled in disorder,
abandoning their camps, arms and pro-
visions. Loszses unknown.

Official dispatches from Mukhtar Pasha
admit that he was compelled to retreat
from Deve Bayau, and that some officers,
panic-stricken, abandoned several guns.
The latter are being tried by Court Mar
tial. He concludes by saying that he i:
occupying the fortifications of Erzeroum,
and preparicg for their defence.
