Declarer. won and promptly ruf-
fed a diamond with dummy's jack,
then cashed the club ace and ruf-
fed a .club, He ruffed his last dia-
mond with the spade king—and
then faced the problem of getting
back his own hand safely. He solv-
ed this, temporarily, by leading the
' ace and a lcw heart. It was West
;' who won, and so declarer did not
have to fear a club return by
East which might give West an
over-ruff, but this was of no con-
sequence, South soon found that
his ace and queen of trumps were
not adequate to draw the out-
standing trumps, and he had to
ccncede the setting trick.

South lost, not one, but two
tricks by ruffing his low diamonds
instead of setting up dummy’s long
club sult, as he should have done.
Proper play would
South all 13 tricks!

After taking the opening lead,
the right plan is to cash the club
ace and ruff a club. Now go

. dummy with a trump and ruff an-
 other club with a low trump, If
West can overruff (he couldn't, of
course, in the actual case), the
. contract itself is 'still safe, When
West merely discards on the trick,
South ruffs a diamond with the
