We trust that the Government will not lose
sight of the importance of ascertaining whother
there is or is not, a Coal Field lying under the
surface of this Island. We have ever considered
s a matter of great interest, on several ac-
nts. Any person (if there be the least
scepticism on the subject) may soon conyince
himself of tho necessity there is of providing
the town, and many parts of the country, with
some other fuel, than wood. It may bo said
that the difficulty of bringing it to market, i
consequence of the precarious state of the ice,
has been the cause of the enormous rise in the

rice of cord-wood this scason ; this has, doubt-
less, had a due share of influence, but when we
reflect that the surface of the whole country is
rapidly changing its appearance, and that this
change, if there be the extent of market opened
under the Reciproci? Act which we confiedntly
caleulate upon, will continue to increase more
and more, and with greater rapidity than ever,
wo must be convinced, that we are sharing the
inevitable fate of all tries in this iculs

n t g
and that in a fow years, there will be no exten-
sivo forests upon which to draw for a supply of|
fael. Pictou has more customers than she can
supply, and it will become a matter of grave
consideration in a fow years, as to the source
from whence we are to be supplied with, in thi
northern clime, one of the most ne i-
cles of existence. Should we not,
look ahead, and endeavour to ascertain in the
first place, whether we have not within a rea-
sonable distance of the surface, a plentiful
supply of this article?

In'the
mean time, the moderate sum of money that
will be requisite, will be well employed in the
soarch, a8 well on account of the principal
object, as of thoso that must of nocessity be
ausiliary. A supply of pure water, by means
of an artesian woll, would of itself repay the
labour bestowed, and there is no method of
ascertaining whether this desirablo end can be
efficted, excopt by actual experiment. It is
always an object fo find whether a country is
possessed of any mineral wealth, and the extent
it. Now, boring will give us that informa-
tion. It is not impossible, but that we may
have salt, and other valuable natural produc-
tions, in the bowels of the earth bencath our
foot. ' The apparatus for boring, is of tho sim-
lest kind, and may be either mado here, or
imported—the former would be the preferable
mode—and as tho chief expenca is labour, it
may bo continued or suspended at pleasure.
Had the £200 given to D. Gessner, been expend-
ed in this manner, some benefit might have
accrued to the Colony, and it turn t that
the money voted was a dead loss. Wo should
have much pleasure in directing thy atteation
ofany gentloman of either Houso
from whence we havo derived auy
we may possess on the subjeci which w
earnestly advocate.
