Bank Agents and Baok Olerks.

The following letter appears in the latest
nember of the **Iusurance Society” :—

Dear Sir,—1 wish to call your attention
to the subject of Bank Agents and Bank
Clerks, acting as Insurance Agents, which,
as a shareholder in instituuions of both
classes, | think wrong, and 1 am surprised
that the directors of vur menetary institu-
tions permic it. Two of our principal
banks here have seen the error of therr
ways and discontinved allowing it. 1t is
unwise to permit bank manmagers to act as
insurance ageunts, because some may be
induced to give customers who transact
their insurance with them more accommo-
dation than they would otherwise grant.
Not leas 1s it 8o to allow clerks to aet, for
they are paid by the bank, aud should
have all their tiwe devoted to the bank’s
business. Many of them get their books
muddled quite enough without attending to
anything else, and few of them have suffi-
cient brains to attend to mere. Now, to
be a good insurance agent, ove who reads
and siudies up his business, requires a con-
siderable amount of brains. I am not
speaking of the kind of agent many com-
pavies employ in the present day : but
intelligent men, not those who have failed
at everything, and get hold of an ageucy
for some young company, and thivk they
ean *‘run the machine for their own bene-
fit. To the regular agent it is discournging
to find that some of his regnlar customers
have to give their business 16 the bank
hecause they keep their account there, and
wre afraid that if they do not, it may act to
their disadvantage. | know this to be the
case in the town I live in, and | have had
pretty long expericnce. Most agents act
for two or more companies, and I know for
a fact that they put their bes: risks nto
the company that employs thew only, and
very maturally, too. have spoken to
many agents in various places, and fiud
that they all think and act alike in this
matter, and many of them will net keep
their dejosit accounts in bavks whese em-
ployees act as insurance agents. I conld
point out several cases where bavk agents,
acting n both capscities, have wade ad-
vanges on bogus warehouse receipts, on t e
sirength of 1usurauce receipts 1ssued by
themselves.

The Chicago ** Tribune” thinks it is time
to reverse Horace Greeley’sadvic.s 10 young
wien, which 18 no longer seund, unless lim-
ited aud modified. Our Chicago contem-
porary considers it folly to go west in the
belief that all sections eof the west are
eminently suitable for settlement. On this
point it says:—

‘* Experience has proved that agricultur-
al pursuits cannot go profitably or even
safely undertaken anywhere west of the
99ih degree of longitude in any of the
vast territory soush of Dakota. The
droughts and the grasshoppers aro the
plagues of that region. Even irrigation,
expensive as it is under all circumstances,
has been found impracticable for want of
water outside the immediate valleys of the
Platte and Arkansas rivers. None of the
other streams drain from the snews of the
Recky Mountains, but run dry just when
their waters are needed for irrigation.
Thousauds of families that moved Leyond
the line of ninety-nine are striving to se-
cure homes further east, and find them
wore costly now than when they abandon-
ed them.”

These statements are quite true of many
sections of the far western States, and to
some extent true also of Dakota and Ne-
braska; but they do not apply to the newer
Canadian territories, where water is quite
plentiful, and droughts do not come.
