CASTEL GANDOLFO, Italy
(Reuters)  'he Pope left the Vati-
cary palace in heat-stricken Rome
Safurday night and drove 15 miles
south to his 800-year-old summer
villa here in the Alban hills.
Groups of people along the road
recognized his slender, erect figure
inside the car, with a red mantle
over his shoulders and a flat red
hat, and fell to their knees to
receive his blessing.

Before leaving the Vatican the
79-year-okl pontiff, who was se-
riously ill last winter, was given
x-ray treatment for sharp n»ains
in his right shoulder and arm. His
personal physician, Prof. Riccardo
Galeazzi Lisi, and other members
of the papal entourage have also
come to Castel Gandolfo.

The Pope will stay here until
November, and during his stay
the rigid ceremonial of the papal
court will be reduced to the min-
imum.
