FATAL
The very bad trump break in the
following hand would prove fatal
to many, if not most, declarers,
but the actual South knew how to
protect himself.

One thing 1s sure: North was

not timid in his bidding, but since
South had just Yhe right holding,
the contract was excellent despite
North's unquestionable pushing.
Observe that a 2-2 or a 3-1 break
of trumps would have made the
grand slam a virtual laydown, since
South could draw only two trumps,
cash the top clubs and ruff a club,
then enter his own hand and draw
the last trump «if the break had
been 3-1).

Actually, however, when West
opened the club nine and dummy’'s
king won, the first trump lead
showed that South could not af-
ford to use one of dummy's trumps
for a club ruff, because that would
establish West's ten of spades. So
South had to look for a different
line of play.

East's void in trumps,
fact that West's club nine had
obviously been “top of mnothing”
indicated that East had length in
both clubs and hearts. So South
acted on that sound premise,

After cashing dummy’s two re-
maining trumps, declarer led to
the heart king, drew West's last
trump, cashed the heart ace and
ruffed a heart. He then cashed
his own last trump, discarding
a diamond from dummy. When he
next led the diamond queen
