WARSAW, Poland—All 33 per-
sons aboard a British-made Po-
lish Viscount airliner were re-
ported killed when the plane
crashed while landing at War-
saw airport Wednesday night.
The airliner, flying from

Berlin with 28 passengers and
a crew of five, exploded when
it crashed about 500 yards from
the end of the airport runway.
