MURDER ATTEMPT

MEXICO CITY (AP)—Dr. Tan-
credo Martinez Garcia, a leader
of Dominican Republic exiles,
was shot and severely wounded
Monday in an apparent assassina
tion attempt. He was taken to
hospital with a head wound.
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Opening lead — king of spades.
Defense against suit contracts
can take many forms, but one of
the most frequent methods of at-
tack by the defenders is to try to
run declarer out of trumps. If
this can be accomplished, the de-
fenders may then be in position
to cash all the high cards they
have left or run a long suit.
Where the ratio of trumps held
is eight by the declarer’'s side
against five by the defenders, the
tug of war with trumps is often
spirited. Usually, declarer just
about lasts when the proportion
is 8-5, but sometimes his trumps

rests elsewhere, and the battle is
usually one between high cards.

When declarer has less than
eight trumps to work with, he
will generally have his hands full
trying to overcome the trump
deficiency.

South went down in today's
deal because his trumps, power-
ful as they were, proved inade-
quate, He was unlucky to find
four trumps banked against him
in one hand. The four heart con-
tract was fine, and would have
made with a normal 3-2 trump
break, but the 4-1 division, plus
proper defense by West, proved
to be more than South could han-
dle.

Three rounds of spades were
led and South had to trump the
third one. The king of hearts
was led, and West wisely refus-
ed to take his ace. The queen of
hearts was led, and again West
did not take the trick. East show-
ed out and declarer knew he
was licked.

West had A-7 of hearts left,
while South was down to J-10.
Dummy still had the nine.

If declarer continued with a
trump, West would win and fire
a spade back to force out South’s
last trump and defeat the con-
tract by two tricks.

Declarer correctly decided
therefore, to salvage what he
could from a bad situation. He
ran his clubs until West ruffed
with the seven. The ace of trump
then became the setting trick.
