It does seem that after West bid,
first, two diamonds and later show-
ed a club scuit, East might have
sacrificed at five clubs, but perhaps
he knew that South wculd go astray
in the play of his own contract!

West opened the club queen.
Dummy played the king, East the
ace, and South ruffed. South cash-
ed the heart ace, then led to duni-
my's eight and returned a low
spade, hoping to pass the trick to
West. This could not be done, how-
ever, nor could any other line of
play be developed which would
keep South from losing one space
trick and three diamonds.

South shculd have given thought
to the distribution that West had
announced so clearly by his bhid-
ding. Surely, West had at least ten
cards in the mincr suits, and so a
different line of play would have
been far more logical—to wit:

At the first trick, South ruffs
East's ace of clubs; then he cashes
the ace of hearts and leads to the
heart ten. Next, he leads the club
six and ruffs it with an honor. Now
he cashes the ace and king of
spades, extracting West's cards in
club ten from dummy, throwing
that suit, and finally plays the
West on lead while South himse't
discards a diamond. Merely because
West's distriution is what his hid.
ding indicated, he is now forced to
make Scuth the gift of a trick! If
he leads another club, dummy ruffs
while South discards another dia-
mond; whereas a diamond lead bv
West establishes South’s king in
that suit. In either case, South

loses only one spade trick and two
diamonds. .
