Toronte Stocks

TORONTO (CP) — The stock
market suffered Wednesday its
sharpest declines in two months,
attributed by brokers to falling
prices in .New York.

Industrials were hardest hit.
They fell sharply at the opening,
firmed, then moved slowly down
to close.

Speculatives continued extrem-
ely active, particularly Blind
River area uraniums, showing
sharp gains. Their activity pushed
the day’s volume to a heavy 7,812,
000 shares — but more subdued
than Tuesday's 9,935,000.

Almost 20 industrials dropped $1
or more and the group's index fell
3% points to 380.96, greatest loss
since a six-point decline Jan. 4 af-
ter the United States federal re-
serve board increased margin re-
quirements on stock-buying to 60
from 50 per cent.

Aluminium dropped $3 to $80,
Minnesota and Ontario $3.25 to $56
and Canada Cement $2.25 to $40.75.
Drops between $1 and $2 went to
Bank of Montreal, Canadian Bank
of Commerce, Canadian Celanese,
Vickers, Federal Grain, General
Dynamics, Shawinigan and West-
ons.
