THE SELKIRK ESTATE AND TRE LAND COMMISSION.

Ax article in the Monitor of Wednesday last containe the
following pussage in reference to the purchase of the Selkirk
Estate and the Laod Commission.

about which the public are in total ignorance. Nearly one-
third of a year has passed away, and no advertisement has
yet been issued by the Commi: sioner of Public Lands, calling
on the tenants to attorn to the Government, and stating the
terms on which the land would be rcsold to actual settlers,
The real importance of the transaction depends altogether wpow
the ters on which the tenants may be enabled to convert
If the terms are moderate, we
may be able to congratulate the people of Belfa-t on the
opportunity presented to them of bocoming independent in
their circamstances. If these terms are not as fuvourable to
tue tenantry as these which characterised the settlement in
{rechold of the Worrell Estate, the Belfust tenantry ean have
no great inducement to change their eondition. The mere
announcement that the Government are disposed to buy Lord
Selkirk’s estate, and yet will not complete the parchase, is of
no earthly consequence to any person. Their unreasonable
delay in bringing the transaction to a close is calculated to
excite grave suspicion touching the sincerity of their inten-
tions on behalf of the tenantry. It will be quite time enough
to give the Gi vernment credit for | erforming a goud act, when
they have performed it; but we cannot see the propriety of
chunting their praises at the vague announcement of their in-
tentions.
