the year 1867, M. Chauveau makes the follow-
remark :—¢The Boards of Examiuners con-
tinue their important tagks, and there is
reason to hope they will show themselves more
and more disposed towards a just strictness in
regard to a lgrge number of candidaies, and
above all, to those who, armed with a too
easily obtained diploma, cause a deplorable
competition with teachers really capable, A
glance at the following Table will show that
some of the Boards appear still to dispose 4
little too rapidly of the number of candidates
who present themselves for examination ”
We glance at the Table iudicated by the
Minister, aad find that there are Boards of
| Examiners in the Province of Quebec,that car,
| at one sitting, decide upou the fitness or uu-
| fitness of twenty-three candidates for the office
|of Teacher. The average number of fuli-
fledyed Teachers let loose per sitting, by
eighteen Boaids ¢f Exuminers, is nine. These
figures, we believe, have seldom been equalled,
—never, certainly surpassed, in the statistics
ot examinations. Have our neighbours dis-
covered rome new metnod of testing acquire-
ments; or have the candidates some eleciric
fashion of displaging their qualificatious, so
that their judzes can settle at a glance their
competeney ?
