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The Guessing Game
' The time for election guessing is
at hand, and anyone can play the
game if he knows the rules. The ob-
ject is to calculate the number of
seats needed in each province for

this party or that to win. Since
there are 265 seats, that means that
» party must win 134 seals for a
bare majority (one member serving
as the impartial Speaker) and 140
seats for a minimum working ma-
Jority.

The Conservatives can lose at
feast 60 of the seats they held in
the last parliament and still retain
power. The Liberals must pick up
89 seats, while the New Democrats
must gain 131 seats.

The Conservatives expect to lose
some constituencies they now hold,
but not enough to suffer national
defeat. The Liberals believe they
ean pick up the necessary seats, but
it will take some doing. According
to one Liberal spokesman, they'd
have to take 20 seats in the Atlantie
Provinces, 20 in the West, 60 in
Quebec and 40 in Ontario. On this
basis they would have to hold all
their present seats and add 12 in
the Maritimes, 18 In the West, 35
in Quebec and 24 in Ontario.

They could very well do this or
better in Quebec, where a Liberal
tide seems to be flowing again. They
might come close to it in Ontario,
where thers seems to be a delicate
balance between the two partie
but their chances in the East and
West appear, to most observers, to
| be slim.

What of the New Democrats?
It is doubted if even Mr. Douglas
has any hope of winning anything
even close to 130 or so seats. If
they get back with twice as many
members as the CCF-NDPs had in
the last parliament it would be some-
thing to brag about. And—in the
event of the two older parties be-
ng fairly evenly balanced—it eould
place them in an important role
strategically.

That's the way the guessing
game is being played, with varia-
tions one way or another—to in-
elude the Social Crediters, for ex-
ample, and to suit the player's
- prejudices, his blind spots, and
what not. How it will add up when
i the votes are in is another matter
. entirely. But it’s fun, as Works

The government started work
on this project and they said it
couldn’t be_done; “they” meaning
the Opposition parties which had
“done nothing but gripe and snipe.”
Then he hinted broadly that wheat
acreage payments would be made a
permanent policy, predicted Canada
could sell 875 million bushels of
wheat this year, and called it a day.

For Young Canadians

Some time ago the publishing
firm of W. J. Gage Limited, Tor-
onto, announced plans for a long-
term program in the development
of the “short story, essay, play and
poetry” for children. It had two
objectives in mind: not only to
stimulate new interest in literature
for young Canadians by building a
body of Canadian children’s litera-
ture, but also to encourage profes-
sional and beginning writers to

write for Canadian children. The re-
sponse to this invitation has far ex-
ceeded the publisher’s expectations.

The results to date are embodied
in two new anthologies: “Nunny
Bag”, for children from six to nine
years old, and “Rudaboo”, for
children from ten to twelve years,
in which 29 Canadian writers are
represented by 40 pieces from near-
ly 6,000 original manuseripts sub-
mitted by more than 2,400 authors
from all parts of Canada. These
anthologies are attractively publish-
ed in hard covers, in large type and
with delightful illustrations.

The Gage company has done a
fine job on these books, and we can
commend them to all concerned as
excellent reading aids and
possessions any child would treas-
ure. They are priced at $4.00 each,
which takes them out of the range
of what many parents with large
families can afford. Perhaps pro-
vincial departments of education
could look into this matter, and sub-
sidize them in part for general dis-
tribution. We don't know if this
would be feasible ; but we can think
of other ventures in government
spending on which the dividends
would be less rewarding.
